INTRODUCTION

The Australian Rail Track Corporation (ARTC) is a Commonwealth Government owned company responsible for operating
the interstate rail freight network that links Australia’s major mainland capital cities, including Perth, Brisbane, Adelaide,
Melbourne and Sydney.

The ARTC is presently undertaking a program of works to improve the efficiency and cost-effectiveness of rail freight
services along the North-South Rail Corridor linking Melbourne, Sydney and Brisbane. A major bottleneck in the rail freight
network currently exists in southern Sydney, where freight trains share existing rail lines with the Sydney metropolitan
passenger services operated by RailCorp. During morning and afternoon peak periods, freight services are not permitted to
run due to passenger priority. As a result, freight services cannot arrive or depart Sydney at the optimum times.

To alleviate this bottleneck, the ARTC is constructing the Southern Sydney Freight Line (SSFL), which will provide a
dedicated freight line for a distance of 30 kilometres between Macarthur and Sefton in southern Sydney. The SSFL will
provide a third track in the rail corridor specifically for freight services, allowing passenger and freight services to operate

independently.

The SSFL will be constructed under a number of discrete contracts which were awarded to various contractors. At present
Arenco and Reed, the earthworks and bridge contractors, have been suspended across several areas of the project.
Gartner Rose, responsible for station upgrade, and the John Holland Rail track works contract have also been partially
suspended. These suspensions are to provide ARTC with opportunity to clear services affecting completion of civil works
by way of removal, relocation or re-design. Accordingly, priority has now been given to the expedition of service relocations

under the O’Donnell Griffin contract.

Two RailCorp Possession weekends occurred in July 2010, WEO4 and WEOQ5. The WEO4 possession, from Sefton to
Cabramatta, was held on the 24™ and 25™ of July. Possession WEOS5, from Sefton to Glenfield, was held on the 31* of July
and 1% of August. Contractors O'Donnell Griffin, Gartner Rose and John Holland Rail worked during both possessions,

while Arenco and Laing O’Rourke only worked over WEOQS5.
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1. PURPOSE OF THE REPORT

The purpose of this report is to provide environmental monitoring, compliance and complaints management

information to address the requirements of Condition R4 of Environmental Protection Licence No. 12971.

3. NOISE AND VIBRATION MONITORING RESULTS

Noise and vibration monitoring continued throughout July 2010 in accordance with Condition M7 of the

Environmental Protection Licence.

3.1 NOISE MONITORING

Condition R.4.1(c) of the EPL requires that ARTC provide graphical representations of noise monitoring results
obtained over the lifetime of the project. Noise monitoring locations vary from month to month due to the nature and
location of construction works. Sufficient data for trends to be observed has now been gathered at: Dana Parade,
Regents Park; Riverpark Drive, Liverpool; Slessor Road, Casula; Sussex Street, Cabramatta; Lakewood Crescent,
Casula; Broomfield Street, Cabramatta; Railway Parade, Glenfield; and Glenfield Road, Glenfield. The results of the
noise variations at these sites over the last 12 months are displayed graphically below in Figure 1. Appendix A lists

the locations where noise monitoring has occurred over the last twelve-month period.

The noise monitoring results for a number of the activities exceeded the background noise level by more than 5

dB(A) and, according to the EPA New South Wales Construction Noise Guideline, all reasonable and feasible

mitigation measures should have been implemented to reduce this exceedance. ARTC Contractors have adopted

measures outlined in Section 04 of the EPL, as well as recommendations contained within the Construction Noise &

Vibration Impact Statements prepared for the SSFL Project.

ARTC will continue to provide additional mitigation measures for ‘moderately intrusive noise levels’ adhering to

requirements under the Construction Environment Management Plan. Details of mitigation measures applied in

each case where the noise level of construction activities exceeded the background noise level by more than 5
dB(A) are listed below in Table 3.

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3.2 VIBRATION MONITORING

In accordance with Condition M7 of the Environment Protection Licence, no vibration monitoring was undertaken in

July 2010.

However, vibration monitoring was undertaken at 11 Wiltshire Street on the 29™ of June in relation to an affected
commercial property. The results of this monitoring was reported in the June EPL Report (South Sydney Freight
Line Environmental Protection Licence Monthly Report, June 2010) and a summary is reproduced in Table 4 below.

ARTC has reached a mutual agreement with the affected business owner to minimise the vibration impact of the
construction works. As the business owner has advised that their peak operating time is in the morning, ARTC has
agreed not to conduct any compaction works within six (6) metres of the property boundary between 9am and
12pm. Any compaction works required to be undertaken in this six metre wide area will only be undertaken in
normal construction hours between 2pm and 5pm. No further complaints were received during July from the

affected business owner.

3.3 NOISE AND VIBRATION COMPLAINTS

No construction noise or vibration complaints were received during July 2010. For details of complaints received in

July 2010, please refer to Section 6 of this report.

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4. DUST MONITORING RESULTS

Dust monitoring was carried out during July 2010 in accordance with Condition M8 of the EPL. The results of this

analysis can be found in Appendices F and G.

In accordance with requirements set out under R4.1(c) of the license, ARTC has prepared a graphical
representation of monthly dust deposition results measured at the following project sites:

-  Bareena Street ;

- Prospect Creek Bridge;

- Chester Hill Road Bridge;

- Hector Street Bridge;

- Woods Road Bridge;

- Birrong Girls’ High School, Sefton;

- Hope Street, Sefton

- Casula Station;

- Warwick Farm Station; and

- Macarthur Station.

The results for the last twelve-month period are shown below in Figure 2.

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The results show that the level of deposited dust along the length of the SSFL Project was below the maximum total
deposited dust level of 4g/m2/month, as stipulated in the DECCW'’s Approved Methods for the Modelling and
Assessment of Air Pollutants in NSW (2005), in July 2010 at all locations. Furthermore, it can now be concluded
that the levels of deposited dust in the months of May and June where also below the maximum dust deposition
level, as all dust deposition results are now up to date. Appendices H and | contain dust deposition analyses for the

months of May and June for Casula, Warwick Farm and Macarthur Station sites.

Importantly, it should be noted that historical monthly dust results have been reported in previous SSFL EPL
monthly reports as total solids — instead of total insoluble solids - at the Bareena Street, Prospect Creek Bridge,
Chester Hill Road Bridge, Hector Street Bridge, Woods Road Bridge and Sefton sites. As the Approved Methods for
the Modelling and Assessment of Air Pollutants in NSW (2005) defines dust as “insoluble solids”, these historical
readings have been corrected. These corrections have resulted in a reduction to the previously reported results for

the affected sites.

In addition to the above, the December 2009 reading at Bareena St, and the January 2010 result at Casula, should
have been reported as 4.1g/m2 and 4.59/m2, respectively. Hence, the monthly deposition criterion was slightly

exceeded in these months.

4.1 DESCRIPTION AND EVALUATION OF ON SITE DUST MONITORING

There were no complaints relating to dust during this reporting period. For full details of complaints received in

July, please refer to Section 6.

4.2 DUST MANAGEMENT MEASURES

A set of comprehensive controls were employed to minimise dust from on site activities. The range of controls is
detailed in the Dust Management Sub Plan (ARTC CEMP).

Controls utilised during the reporting period included:
Using water carts to control dust emissions during works and keeping exposed excavation surfaces
dampened to control dust generation;
Ensuring vehicle speeds within the worksite areas are kept to a minimum;
Preventing, and where necessary cleaning, any dirt tracked onto public roadways from construction
vehicles;
Covering spoil loads and securing tailgates prior to trucks leaving the worksite;
Being prepared to cease/ modify work practices if excessive dust generation from construction activities
occurs (e.g. from high winds, surface dirt accumulation etc), until dust emissions can be controlled (this
action was not required during the month); and

Conducting regular visual inspections of worksites to assess effectiveness of dust control measures.

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4.3 WIND MONITORING

Weather stations are in place at two (2) locations along the length of the project; at Llewellyn Avenue, Villawood
and at Manning Street, Warwick Farm. These weather stations monitor wind conditions, including strength, direction

and velocity, as well as temperature and humidity.

At the Llewellyn Avenue Site, the average wind speed for the period of July 2010 was 2.471 km/h, with the

maximum wind gust recorded at 36km/h on the 15" of July 2010.

At the Manning Street Site, the average wind speed for the period of July 2010 was 3.094km/h, with the maximum
wind gust recorded at 38km/h on the 15" of July 2010.

The meteorological monitoring results, including wind roses, for both sites in July 2010 are included in Appendices
Jand K.

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5. RE-USE OF SUITABLE EXCAVATED MATERIAL WITHIN THE PREMISES

In accordance with Condition R8 of the Environmental Protection License, details of the movement of any suitable
excavated material have been recorded. In July 2010, a total of 111.73m?® of suitable material was transported to Wetherill
Park from a number of locations. Details of this activity are provided in Appendix L.
